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Factors Affecting Personal Financial Management Behaviors of Youth

in Higher Education in Dusit District, Bangkok Metropolis

Abstract

The purpose of this research was to study the level of personal financial management
behaviors of yvouth in higher education in Dusit district, Bangkok Metropolis. It also
investigated the factors affecting the behaviors. Questionnaire was used to obtain the data of
401 students who studied in the higher education at three universities in Dusit area by using
stratified sampling method. The t-test and F-test statistics were utilized for analyzing the data.

The findings showed that the sample was not consistently in all aspects of financial
management. Factors influencing the personal financial management behaviors in each aspect
at a significant level of 0.05 could be summarized as follows: 1) Gender had a significant effect
on the personal financial management in the field of the control of spending plan; 2) Residence
had a significant effect on the personal financial management in the field of the target setting
in financial planning; 3) Monthly income and monthly expense had a significant effect on the
personal financial management in the field of the allocation of revenue; 4) Educational background
had a significant effect on the personal financial management in the fields of the target setting

in financial planning and the allocation of revenue.
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
