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Abstract

This study aims to examine and analyze the educational attainment as measured by
mean years of schooling of employees in 15 sectors in Thailand during 2001 — 2010."It also
investigates the influence of educational attainment on Thailand’s economic growth during
that period. The findings reveal that employees in Thailand still have low. educational
attainment with the mean years of schooling of only 6.88 years in 2010, Aimplying that, in
average, employees in Thailand have completed only primary education." After considering
individual sector, we find that employees in financial intermediation sector have the highest
educational attainment, whereas those in agriculture, hunting and-forestry sector have the
lowest educational attainment. Additionally, based on the_analysis of the influence of
educational attainment on the economic growth as measured:by the growth rate of real GDP,
the findings reveal that educational attainment has the-significantly positive influence on
Thailand’s economic growth. That is, real GDP will increase, in average, by 18.35 percent if
employees in the nation have 1 more year of.schooling. The other determinants of the
economic growth beside educational attainment include hours worked per week of employed
persons and the percentages of employed persons who are available for additional work.
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
